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Sias agreed that the application and drawings seemed straight forward and that the applicant had followed all 
the proper steps for submitting. Logan mentioned that the developer must have learned from the Starbucks 
outdoor dining area since that was not brought through the proper application process.

Butler explained that they have done a bit of work in the area and are learning as they go and learning every 
day. Getreu explained that the Starbucks case was an interesting one since the BZA had instructed the 
company to be sure and apply for the outdoor dining area when they were getting the signage approved.
Butler explained that Starbucks is a larger company and has many different departments and sometimes they 
do not all work together as they should.

Getreu asked if ground had been broken and dirt moved on the project. Butler expressed that he felt the build 
would be done and completed by early spring 2022. Getreu asked if the curb cut/entrance would be shared with
Starbucks or if City BBQ would have a dedicated entrance. Butler explained that there is another curb cut in 
place but that it was not complete so it did look like it was shared with Starbucks but that it will have a 
dedicated entrance. 

Getreu asked the board if there were anyone that would like to speak in favor of this request? Anyone wishes 
to speak in general? Anyone would like to speak in opposition? No response from attendees or board members.
Getreu closed the hearing.  Getreu went on to ask if the board would like to deliberate in public or private.

The board members chose to deliberate in public. The board members moved out of deliberation immediately.

Logan motioned to approve the appeal. Ford seconded. Motion carried.
